Through temporary guardianship services, we
offer the District Court Guardianship Pro Se’

packet, as well as assistance in packet completion.
There are no age restrictions to access this

program. Temporary guardianship provides the
petitioner with the ability to achieve school

registration, acquire healthcare, access legal
documentation, and act on a child’s behalf. 

Our fee is based on the services requested and,
with proof of income, is based on a sliding fee

scale. 
 

Community Action of Laramie County is now
accepting applications for the adult and

children’s eyeglass programs. If you are in need
of assistance, please complete an application to

be placed on our waitlist. You can get an
application from our front desk Monday through

Friday 8:00am to 5:00pm.

If your child needs eyeglasses, please contact
your child’s school nurse who will refer them to
Community Action of Laramie County to begin

the process.
